present  day  chapters  cover  christian  beginnings  the  growth  of  the  early  christian
communities  the  character  of  the  medieval  church  popular  religion  the  protestant
reformation the catholic reformation the early modern church the church in the nineteenth
century the church in war and peace and the crisis of the modern church

charting the rise and development of christianity carter lindberg has succeeded in writing
a concise and compelling history of the world s largest religion he spans over 2 000
years of colorful incident to give an authoritative history of christianity for both the
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general reader and the beginning student ranges from the missionary journeys of the
apostles to the tele evangelism of the twenty first century demonstrates how the christian
community received and forged its identity from its development of the bible to the
present day covers topics fundamental to understanding the course of western christianity
including  the  growth  of  the  papacy  heresy  and  schism  reformation  and  counter
reformation includes an introduction to the historiography of christianity a note on the
problems of periodization an appendix on theological terms and a useful bibliography an

church this history of christianity is told in its essentials simply and straightforwardly for
students with little or no experience in the academic study of religion it is a story told
within the complex contexts of larger world events and world cultures but defined and
simplified by attention to those developments which have proven most influential for the
past and present shaping of church thought and practice the book is a comprehensive
and definitive introduction to the history of christianity it provides students with the
necessary outline and description of the broad sweep of movements and periods in this
history but it also pauses at important points to provide details about the lives of
christians as lived at various times and in various locations this story is told in easy to
understand prose and with illustrative photographs maps and charts

christianity has played a central role in world history for better or worse but beyond the
life of jesus many people know little of this story geoffrey blainey takes the reader on a
journey from the very beginnings of christianity through to the present day looking at the
development of the religion itself as well as the social and economic forces that have

judiciously covering all the signal moments without bogging down in minutia author brian
